Approved constitution : Kimberley & District Striders
1. NAME
The name of the club shall be Kimberley & District Striders (KADS).

2. HEADQUARTERS
The headquarters of the club shall be KIMBERLEY LEISURE CENTRE, NEWDIGATE STREET, KIMBERLEY, NOTTS. Honorary Presidents address : 114 Highfield Road, Nuthall, Nottingham, NG16 1BP

3. OBJECTS
To promote athletics amongst its members in accordance with the rules and objectives of the Association of Running Clubs and any other association having authority in any form of athletic sport in which the club is engaged, and to obtain affiliation or membership with such associations as may be appropriate.

4. MEMBERSHIP
Membership shall be confined to persons being members at the time of adoption of these rules of Kimberley & District Striders, and to such other persons who shall sign a form of Declaration, having been nominated by a club member. This shall be considered for approval by the Elected Committee and thereafter signed by a member of said committee, that the applicant is a fit and proper person to be made a member. The minimum age for membership shall be 11 years of age at the time of acceptance.

If in the opinion of the committee, the conduct of any member is such as to give, or is likely to give annoyance to any other member or members, or is considered to be harmful to the objects of the club, the committee may cause the member to appear before them. A minimum of three committee members will hear the complaint made and let the member speak on his or her own behalf, and if they are shown to have broken club rules, then to expel or suspend any such member provided always that any such member may subsequently appeal for the case to be heard by the Association of Running Clubs. In the first instance the complainant is required to contact the secretary of the ARC. If the complainant is dissatisfied with the response and wishes to take the matter further, they are required to put the matter in writing to the secretary of the ARC within 28 days of the known outcome of the informal communication with the secretary. The matter will then be considered by a Sub Committee of 3 members of the ARC.

A member may terminate his or her membership by giving notice in writing at any time of his or her intention to do so.

The committee of the club may appoint from time to time any member of the club to the position of Honorary Member, who shall be a member for life from the time of their appointment, in recognition of their outstanding service to the club as determined by the committee. Any donations to the club from Honorary Members shall be at the discretion of the Honorary Member concerned.

Family membership shall be for those people living under the same roof and related to each other.

5. HONORARY PRESIDENT

The committee shall appoint to the office of Honorary President for up to 3 years any person whose interest and service to the club is proper to be recognised by that honour.

6. SUBSCRIPTIONS
Determination of the amount of the annual subscription, including concessionary rates for groups and/or individuals, young people under 17 years of age, adults aged 18 and over, shall be made at the Annual General Meeting. The amount determined and agreed at the time of membership and annotated in the minutes of the AGM, duly signed by a member of the committee.

That sum for all established members is due from the 1st April each financial year. Members whose applications are approved part way through the year however, shall pay a sum proportionate to the number of quarters remaining within said financial year.

Any member who has not paid within 6 months (30th September) shall be considered to have voluntarily left the club.

The resignation or expulsion of any member shall not limit his or her responsibility for any debt inclusive of subscription in arrears at the time of his or her resignation or suspension.

7. MANAGEMENT
The management of the affairs of the Club shall be vested in an organising Committee. The Committee shall include as a minimum of a Chairperson, a Secretary, a Treasurer, a Director of the Goose Fair Gallop, and Club Captain(s). In addition, a Social Secretary, a Kit Manager, a Web-site Manager, a Welfare Officer and a Routemaster shall be appointed in the interests of the Club. 

All such members shall be appointed at the Annual General Meeting .

The Committee may also co-opt for periods of up to one year such persons as they may be considered advisable in the interests of the Club.

The Committee shall be responsible for the complete management of the Club including all assets owned by the club at the time of adoption of these rules. The Committee may by resolution form Sub-Committees, appoint officers and ascribe to each separately and or collectively their duties.

The Committee shall ensure that the accounts of the Club shall be submitted to Auditors and thereafter to the membership of the Club at the Annual General Meeting.

8. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held not later than the last day of the month of November in each year. The business to be transacted will include :-

a) The Balance Sheet and Auditor’s signature for the period to 30th September preceeding;

b) To appoint members to the Committee as required in rule 7;

c) To appoint such officers as are described in rule 7;

d) To consider any other matters as are described in rule 7;

e) Any proposed alterations to these rules.

For any alteration of the Constitution to be undertaken, there shall be a representative quorum at the Annual General Meeting. That quorum must constitute as a minimum one third of fully paid up members of the club.

9. SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING
A Special General Meeting may be convened at any time by the Committee or the Honorary President or by a requisition signed by not less than one third of fully paid up members. This should be sent to the Secretary at his or her home address setting out the business required to be transacted. This is provided that no matter raised by such requisition can again be considered in such a manner until a period of 2 years has elapsed.
10. CHANGES TO THE CONSTITUTION
The constitution cannot be altered, abrogated or set aside unless a resolution of an Annual General Meeting or Special Meeting, at which 2 out of every 3 then voting members shall have voted for the alteration.

11. PROPERTIES
All persons being Officers or Members of the Club must care for the properties belonging to the Club, or loaned to the Club by any other body, and be expected to pay for, or replace to the satisfaction of the Trustees any property damaged by any member. Fair wear and tear at all times being expected.

12. DISSOLUTION
In the event of the dissolution of the Club by resolution or otherwise, the Secretary of the Club shall inform each and every member of that intention given in writing at the last known place of address.

One calendar month thereafter the Committee of the Club shall proceed to pay off all known charges against the Club insofar as funds allow. Each and every member over the age of 17 years shall be chargeable to meet all lawful charges and in the event of a surplus of cash or equipment in consultation the ARC in consultation with Nottinghamshire Amateur Athletics Association will apply it to the furtherance of Athletics in the County of Nottinghamshire.

13.  CHILD PROTECTION POLICY
The Club is bound by, and takes notice of, the Child Protection Policy of the ARC. 

14. APPROVAL OF RULES
The aforementioned rules have been approved by members of the Kimberley and District Striders and are therefore held to constitute  the rules of Kimberley and District Striders.

15. COLOURS
The Club colours shall be grey and maroon in such a combination as shall be decided by the Committee, which shall also approve the design of any badge purporting to show membership of the Club.
